     Though the famous an-
nual Friends of the Library 
Trivia contest has come and 
gone for another year, I al-
ready hear people talking 
about next year.  I know 
that I am starting to save up 
things for the fun door prize 
drawings for 2007.  It was so 
exciting to hear how well it 
went.  I think I can honestly 
say that the Trivia contest is 
one of the community tradi-
tions of Little Elm.  I am 
also excited about the fact 
that the money raised will 
be used to purchase much 
needed reference books and 
start a new service called 
downloadable audio books. 

     I am very thankful for 
the Friends of the library 
because last year they con-
tributed $15,200 towards 
the purchase of the new 
SIRSIDYNIX integrated 
library computer system 
which is set to go live to the 
public the latter part of 
April. 

     The Friends received a 
$1,000 grant from IBM that 
was used to purchase chil-
dren’s books for the library 
from a “best of the best of 
2004” book list.  A $1,000 
Wal-Mart grant that they 
received was used to pur-
chase another set of Ingles 
sin Barreras which is used 
for English as a Second Lan-
guage classes and to help 
people learn English. 

     The most recent wonder-
ful thing that the Friends 
have done for the library is 
to purchase two beautiful 
statues.  One statue featur-
ing a boy sitting on top of 
the world and reading is 
inside the library near the 
children’s area.  The other is 
a bench with a bronze statue 
that will be placed outside 
where people will be able to 

sit and read or just enjoy the 
outdoors.  I am very grateful 
to the Friends for providing 
the statues and all the other 
funds, donations, and sup-
port. 

     The library itself has 
been a whirlwind of activity.  
We still continue adding 
about 300 new items a 
month.  We now offer sea-
sonal reading clubs and are 
currently holding the spring 
reading club that runs from 
March 1 st through April 30 th .  
The summer reading club 
starts June 1 st.  The reading 
clubs are for all ages and is 
a read at your own pace pro-
gram. 

    The library provides a fax 
machine for public use and 
it gets used on a regular 
basis.  I have seen it used 
for many things including 
people trying to contact 
FEMA for help from the 
hurricane and people faxing 
resumes to potential em-
ployers. 

     We have a new part time 
youth services librarian, 
Stephen Thomas.  He has a 
Master of Fine Arts with a 
background in theatre.  He 
has already made a big hit 
with the parents and kids 
with his guitar playing and 
enthusiastic reading of sto-
ries.  We are working on 
providing some exciting op-
portunities for the youth 
and adults of the community 
so stay tuned. 

     The library is working on 
the Town of Little Elm’s 
first Easter egg hunt which 
will take place Saturday, 
April 8 th .  There will be 
5,000 eggs purchased with 
funds provided by Sam’s 
Club of Frisco.  At 9am, the 
0-3 will hunt, at 9:30am 
ages 4-6 will hunt, and at 
10am ages 7up will be able 

to find their eggs.  There 
will also be pictures with the 
Easter Bunny.  I am looking 
for volunteers to assist with 
various jobs including traffic 
control, pedestrian helpers, 
egg cleanup, egg hunt start-
ers, prize table distributors, 
etc.  Please call me at 214-
975-0435 to sign up for a 
volunteer spot. 

     One of the new services 
that we now offer is live 
online homework help 
through tutor.com.  If you 
would like to try out this 
service go to 
www.littleelmtx.us , click on 
library, click on links, click 
on tutor.com and then follow 
the instructions.  We do get 
a monthly status report on 
how often the service is used 
so please give it a test drive 
and tell your friends. 

     The library offers ESL 
(English as a Second Lan-
guage) classes the first and 
third Mondays from 10am-
noon so if you know of some-
one who could benefit please 
send them our way.  Audra, 
our Circulation Supervisor, 
teaches anyone who is six-
teen or older, any language, 
and any level. 

     We would like to provide 
basic computer classes, 
classes teaching Spanish to 
English speakers, and job 
training classes such as re-
sume writing, interviewing, 
etc. so if you know of anyone 
who could help the library 
provide these types of 
classes please contact me at 
214-975-0435.  If you have 
any other skill that you 
would be interested in 
teaching at the library, I 
would be more than willing 
to talk to you too. 

     Some programs that we 
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currently provide are tod-
dler time (ages 1-3) story 
time (ages 4-6) Saturday 
family story time (all ages), 
Teen Advisory group, Anime 
club, game night, Saturday 
movie matinees, movie 
nights, ESL classes, and 
numerous special programs, 
events, and fundraisers. 

     I want to thank everyone 
once again who is already a 
Friend of the library and I 
highly encourage those who 
aren’t to join.  It is a great
