in a given year.  Volunteering 
is beneficial in that a student 
may gain skills, contacts, job 
experience and maybe even 
some money in the form of a 
scholarship.  We would be 
pleased to see all that money 
go to some very deserving Jr. 
volunteers in this up-coming 
school year. 
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On April 8th the Little Elm 
Friends of the Library gath-
ered to dedicate two bronze 
sculptures to the Little Elm 
Public Library.

Our guest speaker is consid-
ered a speaker extraordinaire 
and a Texas treasure whose 
uproarious humor and de-
lightful personality captivates 
her audiences.  

Rumbley has written four 
books, A Century of Class, 
The unauthorized History of 
Dallas and Dallas, Too, all 
humorous stories of her na-
tive city, and What, No Chili, 
a children's book about Texas 
festivals.  She has written two 
plays, Queen Molly, the story 
of Mollie Bailey of circus 
fame, and Trail of Honor, a 
story of Sam Houston.  She 
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 also writes weekly columns 
for Two Dallas publications. 

A historian, Dr. Rumbley 
throughly researches the in-
formation she uses in her 
presentations.  She was in 
Greece for their 2,500 years 
of Democracy celebration, in 
Berlin for the demise of the 
Berlin Wall, and in France 
for the anniversary of the 
French Revolution.  She fol-
lowed Columbus' entire voy-
age during the 500th anniver-
sary of the discovery of 
America, and drove every 
inch of the 2,000 mile Route 
66. 

An experienced actress, 
Rumbley appeared in the 
movie, Paper Moon, with 
Tatum and Ryan O'Neal, and 
in several TV productions.  
She acted in supporting roles 
with John Davidson, Ginger 

Rogers, Van Johnson and 
Ruta Lee. 

Dr. Rumbley received her 
doctorate in Communications 
from North Texas State Uni-
versity, and now heads her 
own business, RMR Commu-
nications in Dallas.  Rumbley 
also spent 12 years as head of 
the drama department at Dal-
las Baptist University, and 
seven years on the staff of the 
First Baptist Church in Dal-
las. 

Rumbley is married to Jack 
Rumbley, a professional mu-
sician and they have two 
grown children and one 
grandchild. 

The Community Library has 
a special display of books 
written by Dr. Rumbley at the 
library for those who wish to 
learn more about her writing.
